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HISTORICAL SKETCH

The Shady Grove School was organized in 1800 by a plantatibn
owner, his name is unknown to us presently. He organized the school
for the benefit of his share croppers.

The plantation owner started the school under a brush arbor in
his backyard; he was also the teacher for several years.

in 1805, a young man by the name of Sam Craig became qualified
to teach. He held classes in the Shady Grove Baptist Church, which
was a small log cabin at the time. The term was one month per year.

As time passed, the people of the community added another term
which gave them two months.

Mrs. Ada Brice was Mr. Craig's successor. During this time
Mrs. Virginia Peoples became a part-time teacher.

in 1807, Mr. James Jackson became the permanent teacher.

The parish took possession of the school in 1892 and buiit a
new school and extended the school term to five months. Several
teachers of high educational quality taught during this time.

After some years had passed the Shady Grove and St. Mary
communities worked together to raise enough money to buy land to
build a better school. They raised enough to buy ten acres. The
school was built in 1916.

‘Mr. Albert Scott and Hrs. Clara MCGuire were the first to teach
in the new school. The school was destroyed by a tornado and rebuilt
in 1922-23.

Mr. J. N. Blankenship took the position as principal and worked
with dedication for several years. Mrs. Fannie Blankenship, wife of
the principal, was one of the teachers during this period. Mr.
Blankenship was transferred to another school and M. C. Baker took
the job of principal.

in 1935, Mr. M. C. Baker was transferred to Bienville and Mr.
0. J. Lewis took over as principal. Mr. Lewis dedicated his efforts
to ralsing the quality of education for boys and girls of this
community. He developed quality programs of learning. For this
effort the school was made a high school in 1935.

in 1956, under the excellent leadership of Mr. Lewis, the
voters of the district decided to vote a bond indebtedness to erect
a Gym-Classroom complex and brick veneer the old wooden structure.
Mr. Lewis gave 32 years of his life to the school and community.
He retired in 1968 due to poor health.
